MONEY AND PAYMENT SYSTEM
You can make your payments in cash, traveller's checks, credit and banking cards, or

checks.

When travelling the best way to carry your money is traveller's checks. They are
insured, and you can get your money back if they are lost or stolen. For this to be possible be sure
to write down the check numbers. In order to have your checks replaced you will have to apply
to a refund office where you will be asked to fill out a special form providing information, first of
all, on their numbers and, if possible, on the date of purchase, as well as amount, date, location
and circumstances of loss. The transaction is free of charge. The inconvenience of traveller's
checks is that they should be in dollars as banks in the US usually do not deal with foreign
currency. Traveller's checks can be bought at most banks but the service charge may vary. One
can use traveller's checks almost anywhere: in hotels, stores, or restaurants.

With Americans, the most common way of making payment is by credit card, the major ones
being Visa, American Express, and Master card. Each company has its own logo, i.e., trade mark.
You can often see them on the advertisements of different services, such as hotels, restaurants,
car rentals, etc. To get a credit card one must meet certain requirements, such as permanent
residence and a permanent job. It is common practice for an American to have various credit
cards, as every company provides its customers with certain advantages. You receive a bill listing
your expenditure from the credit card company once a month. Usually no interest is charged if you
pay within thirty days.

In 1789, there were no political parties in the United States as there are today. In fact,
President Washington and other leaders of the new nation mistrusted political parties. Yet,
before Washington left office, two parties had developed.

The two parties that developed in the 1790s were led by Alexander Hamilton and Thomas
Jefferson. Hamilton and Jefferson were different in many ways. They had very different views
about what was good for the country.



Hamilton wanted the federal government to be stronger than the states' governments.
Jefferson believed that the state governments should be stronger. Hamilton favoured Britain, an
important trading partner of the United States.

Jefferson favoured France, America's first ally and a nation whose people were struggling
for liberty and freedom. At first, Jefferson and Hamilton disagreed only in private. Then leaders
in other states began to organize for supporting either Jefferson or Hamilton. Jefferson's supporters
called themselves Democratic Republicans. (Often, the name was shortened to Republicans). But
Jefferson's Republican party was not the same as today's Republican party. In fact, Jefferson's
Republican Party later grew into today's Democratic Party. Hamilton and his supporters were
known as Federalists because they favoured a strong federal government.
